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This session will cover the legislation affecting the pre-
scribing of scheduled medicines by endorsed podiatrists,
possession, administration and supply. It will include the
differences between state and territory drugs and poi-
sons requirements, issues in the preparation of prescrip-
tions and what can go wrong. Risk management and the
role of podiatrists in the quality use of medicines in
Australia will also be discussed.
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
